NJWS Lodge Rules and Practices – Revised 12/20/10
IT IS EVERY MEMBER’S RESPONSIBILITY TO ACQUAINT HIS/HER GUESTS WITH THE FOLLOWING RULES AND REGULATIONS, TO CARE FOR AND MAINTAIN THE LODGE AND TO REMIND OTHERS OF THESE RULES, IF NECESSARY.

1. The Lodging Committee Chairperson will accept reservations and assign rooms upon payment, which is subject to change if necessary. Cribs are allowed only if arrangements are made with the Lodging Chairperson prior to the reservation and with prior approval of your roommates.

2. The Lodge Chairperson, who is appointed weekly by the Lodging Committee Chairperson, is responsible for any member’s or guest’s grievance, which may arise, regarding any matter whatsoever.

3. Pillows and blankets are supplied. Please bring your own sheets, towels, washcloth, bathmat, soap, and shampoo. Prior to departure you must remove these items from the bathroom, wipe down the sink, toilet, and shower area, and empty all room trash.

4. NO SMOKING IS PERMITTED IN THE LODGE.  This is not just a health issue but a serious fire hazard. It is requested that all members and their guests acquaint themselves with lodge fire extinguishers and fire doors.
5. The hall and bedroom areas are protected by safety devices. They are not to be tampered with.
6. No coolers/bins large objects in the boot room and do not under any circumstances block the escape hatch for the Paradise room.

7. The fire in the fireplace is to be lighted by ADULTS ONLY. Make certain the fire is out completely prior to departure or bedtime. Children (under 18) are not to care for the fire. NO COOKING IN THE FIREPLACE. Fireplace is not to be used to dispose of paper goods and cardboard boxes. This causes a backup in the chimney. The screen should be kept closed at all times.
8. Absolutely no chopping wood in the building. It breaks the floorboards.
9. Please try and conserve wood. A big fire looks nice but doesn’t add any heat to the lodge. It may not burn out before you go to bed or leave the lodge. During the dinner hour the fireplace may be left unattended and could be a hazard. Fire is the biggest concern for the lodge
10. Both members and guests are expected to keep their personal belongings in their respective rooms and their rooms kept in order.
11. Members and guests are required to wash their glasses and dishes with a sponge, soap, and hot water, then return them to the cabinets. DO NOT LEAVE USED DISHES IN THE SINK or dry dishes in the dish drain. We do not have a maid service to clean up after you. Also, the cook needs a clean, uncluttered area to begin preparations for breakfast each morning.
12. SKI BOOTS are to be worn ONLY IN the MUD ROOM and FIREPLACE ROOM and must be stored overnight in the compartments in the mud room. Boots will not dry when left around the fireplace but do pose a major hazard. Skis, snowboards, poles, and sleds are to be left outside the lodge, away from the building. 

13. No personal belongings are to be dried in the boiler room EVER.

14. Please turn the thermostats down at night to 62. Once everyone is in the room with the doors closed it gets warm, almost stuffy. 

15. Respect your fellow skiers – keep noise (especially the stereo) at a minimum after 
11:00pm, as people will be sleeping. DOORS SHOULD BE CLOSED GENTLY AND 
NOT SLAMMED AT ANYTIME. All doors, especially the hallway doors, should be kept closed in the morning until after breakfast. The noise travels from the kitchen so early risers wake the entire house. After breakfast, and everyone is up, doors should be left open to circulate heat. 
16. Sponsoring members are responsible for the conduct and damages of their guests and their guest’s children. Please acquaint them with the rules.

17. Parents are responsible for the conduct of their children in the lodge at all times. They should discourage children from running, screaming, jumping on furniture, and slamming doors. Remember, this is a community situation. If for any reason parents must leave the lodge their children must be left with an adult who accepts full responsibility for their conduct.

18. The LEGAL drinking age in Vermont is 21 and the lodge must abide by this rule. PLEASE RESPECT THE PROPERTY OF OTHER MEMBER’S LIQUOR, BEER, AND SODA.
19. Don’t leave your cans and bottles around the lodge. Please use the recycle bins.

20. The refrigerator behind the counter is for the chef’s use only and any food left in it is not to be used by members, only the cook. The refrigerator in the dining area is for general use. Personal food must be taken home or discarded if not used. If you bring it up to the lodge, you have to bring it home with you. Don’t leave anything behind in the refrigerator.
21. DO NOT USE FOOD THAT DOES NOT BELONG TO YOU.
22. The kitchen area is off limits when the chef has been hired.
Saturday and Sunday Breakfast is 7:30am to 9:00am. Please place orders with the cook or his assistant for food from the grill, and hot water from the stove. Serve juice and coffee yourself and make your own toast. Stay out of the chef’s area. When finished, scrape your plates into the garbage and return all dishes and glasses to the counter for washing.

23. Dinner: 5:30pm – 1st seating (Saturday)

                   7:00pm – 2nd seating (Saturday)

Sign up for dinner prior to leaving the lodge Saturday morning. The sign up sheet is posted on the clip board in the kitchen area. Dinner is served family style. Please ask for what you need rather than getting up. Do not loiter when eating in the 1st seating. Children under 12 must eat with a parent or pre-arranged adult.
24. On weekends or holiday weekends when the cook has been hired, meals are included WITHOUT EXCEPTION. If the cook has been hired for midweek, the cook has priority in the kitchen.

25. Arrangements for dinner guests must be made with the Lodge Chairperson and the cook. Dinner payments should be made to the Lodge Chairperson.

26. ABSOLUTELY NO PETS ALLOWED AT ANY TIME.

27. NO audio-visual devices are to be played in the common area of the lodge at anytime. 
This includes T.V., DVD, VCR, or movie players of any kind.
28. Use common sense. If you or a family member is sick, STAY HOME!
